· ASSISTIVE LISTENING SYSTEM

Amplifies sound from a microphone through infrared system for person(s) wearing a headset. Found in meeting rooms at Augsburg Park, Brookdale, Brooklyn Park, Eden Prairie, Edina, Maple Grove, Oxboro, Penn Lake, Plymouth, Rockford Road, Southdale, and Westonka Libraries.

· TELEVISION WITH TELECAPTION DECODER

Provides written captions of words as they are spoken on a television program that provides closed captioning (cc). Also accommodates closed captioned videos. Available at Brookdale, Champlin, Plymouth, Ridgedale, and Southdale Libraries.

· POCKETALKER II™ 

Personal microphone and headset system allows individual amplification for the headset wearer. Available at the information desk at Brooklyn Park, Maple Grove, Oxboro, Ridgedale, and Southdale Libraries.

· PRINT MAGNIFIER

Magnifies any print item (may be handwritten) up to 45-60 times its original size and projects it on a TV screen. Available at Augsburg Park, Golden Valley, Plymouth, Ridgedale, and Southdale Libraries.

· SOFTWARE PROGRAMS

JAWS for Windows is a screen reader (also called Voice Output Technology.) This software is designed for users who are blind and allows access to hyperlinks and content on a Web page.

MAGic Pro is a magnification and speech program for users who are low vision. MAGic allows the user to magnify the screen from 2-16 times the original size. MAGic also "talks" to the user, repeating commands and helping to navigate the screen.

Open Book is Optical Character Recognition (OCR) software for the person with vision loss, allowing them to scan mail, books, or articles to an application which reads it out loud. A scanner is required.

· MAGNIFYING GLASS
A hand-held magnifier enables people to enlarge and read print materials in the library. Available at all libraries.

· TEXT TELEPHONE (TTY/TDD)
The specially-equipped telephone allows people with hearing or speech impairment to make and receive telephone calls. Please ask staff for the location of the telephone. Pay telephones for outgoing TTY calls are available at: Brookdale, Oxboro,
Ridgedale, and Southdale Libraries.

Large print books use large type and increased spacing between lines to make the print easier to read.
