	The WWW is a collection of electronic documents or web pages made up of text, graphics, sound, and moving images.


	E-mail is a way of sending messages electronically from one computer to another. You can sign up for a free e-mail account to use at the Library.

	World Wide Web address:  www.hclib.org
www is for web sites
	E-mail addresses:  jdoe@hclib.org

@ “at” sign is for e-mail.

	http://www is filled in automatically by the browser.

http:// stands for “hypertext transfer protocol”.  It is the language in which the file is coded.
www stands for “World Wide Web” and indicates a web page.

Host name (or network name, hclib) is the name of the computer network that stores the files.
Domain (.org, .com, etc.) identifies the type of entity that owns the address.

	Username is the first part of an address.  It is a name that you make up.
@, pronounced at, separates the username from the host name.
Host name:  (yahoo, hotmail, hclib, etc.) identifies the computer or email service the person uses.


	Why should I pay attention to the domain (the end) of a web address?

	The domain name tells you what type of website it is. Common domains include:
.gov (US government), .mil (US military), .com (commercial), .edu (educational), .org (organization), and .net (network).
Countries have their own domain names:  .au (Australia), .ca (Canada), .de Germany, etc.
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
