	The WWW is a collection of electronic documents or web pages made up of text, graphics, sound and moving images.

	A way of sending messages electronically from one computer to another. You can sign up for a free e-mail account to use at the Library.

	http:// stands for hypertext transfer protocol or the rules for moving text, images, sound, video, and other multimedia files across the Internet. 

www stands for “World Wide Web” followed by the name of the organization-institution-company that is publishing the web site. 
domain (.org, .com, etc.) identifies the type of entity that owns the address.
	username: the first part is a username (your name or one you make up) 

@ (“at” sign): separates the username from the host name

host name: (yahoo, hotmail. hclib, etc.) identifies the computer or email service the person uses.


	Why should I pay attention to the domain (the end) of a website address?

	The domain name tells you what type of website it is. Common domains include: 
.gov (US government),  .mil (US military)  .com (commercial), .edu (educational).org (organization), .net (network). 
Countries have their own domain names:  .au (Australia), .ca (Canada), and  .de Germany, etc.


Internet Search Engines
What are they?
· A search engine is a program that allows you to search for information on the Internet by entering keywords 
· Keywords describe the topic or concept you want to search, such as recipes, investments or travel destinations.
· Google and Yahoo! are two popular search engines.
Getting Started:

1. Go to the Hennepin County Library website: www.hclib.org
2. Move your mouse over Reference and Research until you see the drop-down menu.    3. Click on Internet Search


4. Choose a search engine from this list and click on it. Can’t decide? Find a description
    of each search engine by scrolling down the page.











































































































































Keyword Searching 
1. Go to www.google.com or www.yahoo.com
· Click in the search box and type your keywords.

· Click “Google Search” or “Web Search”
2. Choosing keywords
· Be specific! Use words that describe specific things or concepts. Example: “19th century chairs” instead of “old furniture” or “oatmeal cookie recipes” instead of “cookie recipes”
· Use several keywords to clarify the meaning. Example: “baltimore oriole history bird”

· Use quotation marks around keywords to search for a phrase. Example: “digital camera reviews” or “impossible dream”
· Try different keywords that have similar meanings if you don’t find the results you want. Example “global warming” instead of  “greenhouse effect”
· Use the minus sign (-) to exclude a specific word or words from the results. Example: “dogs –poodles” or “virus –computer”

· Yahoo! and Google both have specialized search tabs to help you find specific types of formats such as maps, pictures, videos, and music.
· Click on the Search Tab you want, enter your keyword. Example: Video Tab, search “tornadoes”, click on “Video Search”

Follow these steps to correct a typing mistake:





Type � HYPERLINK "http://www.yahhoo.com" ��www.yahhoo.com� (note the extra “h’ in yahoo) 


Use the arrow ← to go back to the first “h” in yahhoo.


Press “Delete”—this key removes letters to the “right” of a cursor. 


To remove letters to the “left” of a cursor, use the “Backspace” key. 
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
