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Welcome to Book Club.     
It is wise to  remember that everyone reads with their own perspective and experiences. That’s why Book Clubs are  important and fun. Each one of us learns about ourselves  and one another when we talk about the stories we have read. Being a good listener is  important to a successful book club.

Here are some tips to remember while reading your book:

Before  writers  begin to think about a book, they first think of ideas and then choose the best idea to develop into a story plan.  Read your stories and try to figure out what  idea or ideas the writer used to plan the book. Did the writer use her or his imagination or real life experience?

Characters are very important to bring life to a story.  Read your book and think about the characters.  What characters did you like the best or the least?

How did the author make a fictional character seem like a real person?  Or is the character a fantasy character?

A good writer brings focus to the story with a good beginning and ending, while paying careful attention to the plot and pace of a story.  When you read the book, think about how the book reads-- is it slow and thoughtful or is it really fast paced? Are you thinking about the story or the characters?  Did you start the book knowing you would like it right away?  Did you end the book thinking that it was better than you first thought?

Other questions to think about.  Did the writing hold your interest? What point of view did the writer use to tell the story. Is the story told in the first person, using’ I’? Or told in the third person, using ‘she’ or ‘he’?
