A New Library for the Camden Community
A new, 21st century Hennepin County Library is scheduled for the Camden community. It will transform the library 
experience for customers with a building designed to be flexible and open. In an ever-changing culture, this new 
library will serve as a welcoming community gathering place for people of all ages and walks of life, and a point 
of access to the world’s information, culture and books.

The community has enjoyed library service since the early 20th century. The original library was located on 
Webber Parkway and opened in 1910 on the second floor of a park board field house donated to the city. 
In 1980, the library moved to a new building at 4310 Webber Parkway, near the original site. Today, the existing 
4,096 square-foot library limits services to area residents. Planning for a new library is in the early stages.
